The Scholarship Committee will use the 
following criteria to determine who will receive financial aid. The criteria are not listed in any particular order of 
importance.  
 

1.) Financial need of the student 
2.) 3.0 or higher accumulative grade point average 
3.) Full time attendance at or acceptance to a 4-year post-secondary school 
4.) Philanthropic involvement 
5.) Implied effort and involvement in one or more philanthropic activities and how it has affected the 

student’s life and the lives of those in need of the organization(s) in the form of a well written essay 
6.) Contact name and number of a representative from each charitable organization at which the student has 

volunteered 
  

 
Financial Aid: 
 
The Scholarship Committee will award a Scholarship in the amount of $1,000 in which the recipient does not need 
to repay the Scholarship Fund.
